Gus gives a report on recent events:

a. A public hearing was given at Ramona Hall on Dec. 12", 4:30 PM for the rezoning of
the Fletcher Square Gold Line area. That Reyes is pushing for more commercial mixed
use. Planning is extending the deadline for the hearing because of poor outreach to
the community. Currently the area mentioned is only commercial and planning would
like to have it changed to R-3.

b. Marcus makes it known that he is seriously concerned about having more housing in

our community. That it is all for the developers and that we need to do something

about. He says that we should not believe that it is going to be mixed use, that it will
end up being housing with very little commercial. He is gravely concerned about the
development with McCormick Barron and Salazar at Taylor Yard as well, and that we
should fight this.

Helene would like to know why the public hearing was held when people work.

Marcus recommends going to the LA Times to get reporters to do a story about this.

Dana mentions that the area needs to improve

Belen mentions that the Paseo in Pasadena would be a good example of what our

community could use.

g. Marcus and Alexia give an example of the history of linkage areas in our community.
